Waynflete School has two "high use athletic fields" (Hall and Thomas fields) and a baseball field
(Haffenreffer field) on Osgood Street which serve over 18 teams during the school year: 8 boys and girls
soccer teams, 8 boys and girls lacrosse teams, one field hockey and three baseball teams. We estimate
that the fields are used over 1100 hours/year. Proper and effective maintenance of these fields is critical
to our ability to support these uses and allow our students to play sports. In order to have a healthy, safe
and playable turf we need to apply chemicals in order to control grubs and broadleaf weeds. In the
absence of such applications we have had serious grub and weed infestations that made our playing
areas uneven, unsafe and unavailable for play as is clear from the photos. Given that the ordinance has
exempted all City owned "high use athletic fields", we assume it is facing the same issue regarding field
maintenance and we are asking for a fair and equitable application of the ordinance to non-public "high
use athletic fields".

Making the right pest identification is important and can be difficult. Resources for pest identification are
available at: http://www.maine.gov/dacf/php/gotpests/invasive-pests.htm. NOTE: Applications for



poisonous plants such as poison ivy, pests of significant health importance such as ticks and mosquitos,
and destructive pests such as carpenter ants and termites are exempted under the ordinance. No waiver
is necessary to address these pests.

What steps did you take to evaluate alternative methods to the proposed pesticide application,
including but not limited to, non-pesticide management tactics, minimum risk pesticides, non-
synthetic pesticides, and selecting the minimum amount of the least toxic, most effective
pesticide necessary.

Photos attached show damage caused by skunks digging for grubs in 2012 without using chemical grub
control. We attempted to address the problem by trapping the skunks but they returned. We had at least
one visiting team threaten to forfeit a game due to the condition of the fields. Our vendor has informed us
that our current method of grub control is the most environmentally friendly and that there is NOT a
green/organic option He further stated that there are NO selective organic herbicides that we could use in
place of the Q4.

3) Round Up 24 oz total — each application is 8 oz. We are not aware of any alternatives that will
accomplish these results.



Method of application: 1) acelepryn liquid application and broadcast treatment; 2) Q4 liquid
application and spot treatment; 3) Round Up liquid application and spot treatment

Proposed timing(s)/frequency of use: 1) acelepryn 1x/year; 2) Q4 2xyear; 3) Round Up 3xyear

Proposed date of application: 1) acelepryn during the summer, 2) Q4 during the summer, 3) Round
Up during summer

Please provide a detailed management plan for your proposed application, including how you will
minimize the impact of this application on abutting properties and, to the maximum extent
possible, ensure that the grant of the waiver will not be detrimental to the public’s health, safety or
welfare.

NOTE: the following applications are prohibited:
e Broadcast applications: the spreading of pesticides over an entire area
e Preemptive applications: the application of pesticides as a measure against something possible,
anticipated or feared, i.e., as a preventive or deterrent measure

Our pesticide applications are contained to the playing fields identified using a ride-on spreader. The
fields are surrounded by woods and are located at some distance from residential abutters, so there is
little likelihood that our application has any impact on abutters.
